I can hardly believe that the ôWaterside Activity Centreõ has been in use for almost a year. The 
days of dreaming about it even from before the fire in 2005 are long gone. 
 
There is now much excitement within the Group especially from the Leaders regarding the forth 
coming Opening Ceremony for the Waterside Activity Centre on June 30th. Plans are well 
underway for this very special event. Invitations are being sent out so if you havenõt had one 
please contact me & I will send it to you. Our aim is to include as many current & past members 
as we can. 
 
The day will be in several sections beginning with a formal ceremony attended by the Mayor, 
the Staff officer for Sea Scouts, Lt Cdr Karen Cahill, on her first visit to 1st Reading, the Berkshire 
County Commissioner Hamish Stout, himself a former leader with 1st Reading, the Reading 
Central District Commissioner Paul Bandy and District Chairman Douglas Rae. Also coming is 
The YMCA Chairman, Ray Jones, who regularly turns out to roll up his sleeves to help us with 
fund raising or the clean-up weekends. The Rev Dan Tyndall from St Catherineõs Church, will 
join us once again, having attended the Ground Breaking Ceremony in 2010, he has told me how 
he has watched the progress of our building each time he walks along the river. The music for 
the Ceremony is being provided by the Earley Salvation Army Band.  

 
After the ceremony refreshments including strawberries & cream 
and for the adults a glass of Pimm's will be on sale. Water activities 
for all our members will follow the Ceremony. I am delighted that 
the Royal Berkshire Fire & Rescue Service has agreed to join in the 
activities, by bringing one of their own boats.  I am looking forward 
to this as much as our younger members.  Finally enjoy a relaxing 

end to the day with a splendid Hog Roast and a licensed bar will open at 5.30.pm  
 
Please note Entrance to the Opening Ceremony will be by ticket only. There will be NO car 
parking allowed in The Warren. All our Guests, including parents will be asked to park across 
the River at ôRivermeadõ in an 
especially reserved car park and 
cross the river by the ferries we 
will provide. Full details for these 
arrangements can be found in the 
invitation & arrival instructions. 
 
We are taking possession shortly 
of a brand new pulling boat, a 
Trinity 500,  (this gig  has been 
especially designed for training  
sea cadets) which will enable the Scout Leaders to give rowing instruction once again in a 
pulling boat.  
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We have not been able to do this since the ôHelena Sheelahõ, our previous much lived gig, was 
lost in the fire some 7 years ago. We are keen to rectify this quickly as there are explorers who 
were young Scouts back in 2005, who will have passed through both the Scout & Explorer 
sections without ever gaining this knowledge. 
 
There have been two clean up weekends at the boathouse recently, in preparation for the 
coming boating season. I was delighted with the turnout of willing parents & young helpers. 
Thank you to everyone who came along. The weather was beautiful on both days. The inside of 
the building has been spring cleaned. The tent store now has solid racking in readiness for the 
new tents & marquee I am about to place on order with part of the money we have been given 
by The District. The kit we already own has been cleaned & sorted into large plastic storage 
boxes & stowed away on the racking. Our boat store now has extra kayak racks, this has made a 
much needed improvement to the operation of the boat store, having tried & tested the original 
layout last summer it became apparent that some changes would be needed; these 
improvements will make storing boats much simpler & quicker. There is now room for the 
rowing boats & our new Trinity 500 gig. 
 
The grounds have also been tided, the paths & water frontage  swept after the winter, all we are 
waiting for now is for final planning permission to be granted, to allow us to terrace the steep 
embankment from the road to grass level.  The Mast & Jack Staff has been erected, and the 
anchor from the òKieló found during excavations for the piling work, has been restored to its 
former glory & placed at the foot of the mast.  
 
As a Group, we have a very busy year ahead of us, with our AGM & the Opening Ceremony in 
June. Our Royal Navy Inspection follows shortly after the Opening Ceremony on July 17th.  All 
sections will be holding their camps & sleepovers over the summer period so I look forward to 
enjoying these events with them. I have no doubt that the Leaders will be working hard to make 
these events are a success. I would like to thank them as always for their dedication to 1st 
Reading.  
 
There have been many presentations during the year of the top awards, the Chief Scouts Bronze 
Award for Beavers, The Silver Award for Cubs & the Gold Award for Scouts. Well done, this is 
real proof of how hard you all work.

Boathouse Report 
 

The canoe steps have now been installed next to the Warren Canoe Club fence and run down 
from the road to the lawn these steps are sufficiently wide to allow the Duchess Dinghies to be 
carried up horizontally and have electric lights so that we can load boats in the dark. The canoe 
launcher has also been installed at the waterõs edge close to the WCC fence.  
 
The contractor has now modified  the bottom of both sets of wooden stairs into the boathouse by 
inserting short steel legs to keep the wood away from the concrete and  prevent rot occurring in 

the woodwork, and is now working on the inside of the boathouse to complete  the work on the 
snags list.  
We have submitted a Planning Application to allow us to terrace the bank between the road and 
the lawn. We hope work can start in May and when finished the seating will allow spectators to 
watch activities on the lawn.   
 
The photograph show the boathouse taken from the Thames Promenade just before the canoe 
launcher was installed. The new canoe steps can be seen on the right hand side together with the 
bank which is due to be terraced in May.

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The Cubs 
We started November with a double swimming session where the Cubs learned some rules on 
water safety and earned their Level 1 Swimming Badge.  Three of the stronger swimmers when 
on to gain their Level 2 badge and we were pleased to see both the Cubs and Scouts attend the 
annual District Swimming Gala on November 26.

From swimming to signing the Cubs created their own call signs using the November Alpha 
Tango Oscar (NATO) Phonetic Alphabet then using CB Radio communicated from either side of 
the YMCA building.  Coding using Semaphore Flags, Chinese Whispers and Mime were all used 
to demonstrate how communication can differ. 
 
With Shrove Tuesday falling on an active Cub night we could not refuse the opportunity to take 
advantage and supervised small groups as they prepared then cooked their own pancakes.  We 
also took part in an impromptu fire alarm drill following the demonstration skills of the Leaders 
in how not to cook!
